TOWN ROAD CHIP SEALING

TOWN OF BURKE, DANE COUNTY, WISCONSIN
The Town of Burke will receive sealed bids for Asphaltic Chip Seal until 4:00 p.m., Wednesday, July 17, 2024 at the Burke Town Hall, 5365 Burke Road, Madison, WI 53718. The bids will be opened and read aloud at the Board meeting which starts at 6:00 p.m. on Wednesday, July 17, 2024. The envelope containing the bid must be sealed, addressed to the Town of Burke, and clearly marked “Chip Seal.”

The chip seal project manual is available at the Burke Town Hall.

The project consists of chip seal of approximately 35,173 square yards of pavement on Wynter Lane, Wood Drive, Portage Road, Mary Ida Drive and the Ledges Subdivision (Fox Run, Festival Way, Harvest Lane, Shiloh, Rebel and Token Roads) using two different chip seal materials. 
Award of the Contract: It is anticipated that the Burke Town Board will select and award the contract the evening of Wednesday July 17, 2024 at the regularly scheduled Town Board Meeting, which starts at 6:00 p.m. If the bid is accepted, the bidder shall submit the required certificate of insurance within 5 days after notice of award. Failure on the part of the bidder will result in the withdrawal of the award.

All work awarded is to be completed during the 2024 construction season no later than October 1, 2024 and must be warranted for a minimum of one year.

The Town of Burke reserves the right to reject any and all bids, to waive any technicalities, and accept any bid, which it deems advantageous to the Town. The Town also reserves the right to decrease the size of the initial plan based on budgetary limitations. No bid shall be withdrawn after the opening of bids without the consent of the Town of Burke for a period of 60 days after the scheduled time of closing bids.

BID REQUIREMENTS

1. Bidder is required to examine carefully the site(s) of the proposed work, the proposal, plans and specifications and contract documents and shall satisfy himself/herself as to the character, quality, and quantities of the work to be performed, materials to be furnished and requirements of the specifications, special provisions and contract.

2. The Bidder must sign the proposal correctly and in black ink.

3. The Bidder must, if requested, satisfy the Town of his/her practical and financial ability to perform the work bid. The Town reserves the right to disregard the bid of any bidder who is, in the judgment of the Town, incompetent or otherwise unreliable for the performance of the work bid. Contractor pre-qualification is required for some of the listed work. A list of all subcontractors used must be provided on the bid form.

4. All bids must be submitted on the Bid Form attached hereto.

5. Bidders will not be permitted to withdraw bids for a period of 60 days after the time set for bid opening.

6. In case the “Amount” of any item in the bid form is different from the amount obtained by multiplying the “Estimated Quantity” by the” unit price”, the unit price shall be considered correct, and the Town shall alter the “Amount” for that item so as to equal the product obtained by multiplying the Estimated Quantity by the Unit Price. In case of a discrepancy between unit price written in words and unit prices written in figures, the unit prices written in words shall be considered correct. 
7. The Town reserves the right to reject any or all bids, to waive technicalities in bidding or to advertise for new bids.

8. The Town reserves the right to waive technicalities as to changes, alterations, or reservations, to delete work items and to make the award to the bidder whose proposal is deemed most advantageous to the Town.

9. The individual, firm, partnership or corporation to which this contract has been awarded shall sign necessary agreements and provide certificates or bonds, if any, within 5 days of notification of award.

10. The letting of the work in this project shall be subject to the provisions of applicable ordinances of the Town and according to the provisions of Wisconsin Statutes relating to Public Works.

11.
Each proposal must be accompanied by a Certified Check or Bid Bond in the amount of not less than 5% of the maximum bid, payable to the Town of Burke, as a guarantee that the bidder, if the bid is accepted, will execute and file the Contract. The Certified Check is returnable to the bidder immediately after the signing of the contract.

12. A Performance Bond in the amount of 100 percent of the total bid price, and a Certificate of Insurance, together with an executed contract, will be required of the successful bidder.

13. Chip Seal Liquidated Damages: The Contractor shall be liable for and shall pay the Town of Burke the sum hereinafter stipulated as liquidated damages for each calendar day of delay after the date established for substantial completion in the contract documents, until the work is substantially complete: Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00).

PROJECT DESCRIPTION


1. This project shall consist of supplying and placement of a single application asphalt seal coat with cover aggregate to a previously completed pavement surface in accordance with the following:

a) Asphalt materials shall comply with:

i. Section 455 of the Wisconsin DOT Standard Specifications for Highway and Structure Construction, current edition, HFRS2P OR MP5.
b) Aggregate shall be: 
i. BASE BID aggregate chips according to WisDOT Section 475 as listed below

a) Freeze/thaw maximum 18% loss based on AASHTO T103

b) Less than 1% organic material

c) The percent wear based on 500 revolutions shall not exceed 40 according to AASTHO T96.

d) Contains less than 10% by weight of flat and elongated pieces based on a 5:1 ratio

e) The gradation is the following: 100 percent passing a 1/2 –inch sieve, 0-60 percent passing a No. 4 sieve and 0-5 percent passing a No. 16 sieve.

ii. ALTERNATE BID ITEM – 3/8” Portage Ash in place of aggregate chips

2. Immediately prior to applying the asphalt material, the existing surface shall be thoroughly cleaned of all loose material, dust, salt, vegetation, and other objectionable material. Particular care shall be taken to thoroughly clean the outer pavement edges and intersections.

3. Asphalt shall be applied in a uniform and sufficient quantity to seal the pavement surface and bond cover aggregate to seal coat surface, at a rate between 0.20 and 0.40 gallons per sq. yard. The asphalt distributor shall have instrumentation and controls to monitor and alter the asphalt application rate and temperature. Hose and nozzle attachment to distributor shall be used for hand application to inaccessible areas.

4. At the desired stage of tackiness, the cover aggregate shall be applied uniformly over the asphalt material. The aggregate shall be immediately rolled with pneumatic tire rollers until thoroughly embedded in the asphalt material.

5. Traffic control shall be provided by the contractor to maintain safety, minimize distress to the fresh chip seal and allow access to property during construction and curing. Traffic control shall comply with MUTCD requirements for marking, signing and flagging.


6. No weekend chip sealing without prior approval by the Town of Burke.
7. Two weeks after the chip sealing is complete the Contractor shall commence striping of chip sealed roads included in this project. Striping shall match existing striping on roads, including but not all-inclusive, yellow centerline stripe and white edge of road stripe, stop lines, railroad crossings and any other existing markings shall be replaced
8. Basis of payment shall be by the square yard for chip seal and lump sum per road for the striping.
9. A second sweep may be necessary as determined by the Town.
