4. NEW BUSINESS

a) Open and Award Chip Seal Contract – Scott Construction at $102,218.27
PJ opened the Chip Seal bid. Only one received.

b) New and Renewal Operator’s License Applications:
· New Application - Michelle Tobler – 2014 Felony
PJ explained that Michelle checked the felony box as no but does show up to have one in another state. 
Motion by Jeff, second by Steve to approve the Operator’s Applications and for Michelle to receive a letter regarding the felony box. Motion carried.
c) Variance request from Ryan Schmudlach to allow for an eight (8) foot fence in the ‘front yard’ along Cty Hwy CV at 5515 Fieldstone Lane to minimize traffic noise.  
Ryan attended the meeting to respond to questions. Kevin recommended arborvitaes to absorb the sound. Ryan stated that they recently purchased the property.

PJ explained that this relates to the Daentl Rd bridge replacement.

e) Ordinance 07172024B to Repeal and Recreate Title 8 Chapter 3 Traffic and Motor Vehicles
PJ explained that this is to clean up some contradictory information elsewhere in the code and to eliminate parts not necessary with the Sheriff Department contract. 
Motion by Steve, second by Jeff to approve Ordinance 07172024B to Repeal and Recreate Title 8 Chapter 3 Traffic and Motor Vehicles. Motion carried.
f) Ordinance 07172024C Relating to Fire Protection
PJ explained that this is one code missed in our prior code update. 
Motion by Steve, second by Dane to approve Ordinance 07172024C Relating to Fire Protection. Motion carried.

g) Street Use Permit Application for the Badger Challenge Sept. 22, 2024 
Andrea Vandeberg stated that the race is the same as last time but an hour earlier for each group. 1700-2000 for bicycles. This will be the 9th year of the event. Kevin mentioned the large amount of traffic so bikes will need to go single file. The cyclists are required to follow traffic laws. Thorson Rd has a 55-mph limit. Madison PD and 4 County Sheriffs will be on site to cover the routes. Steve commented on Bailey Rd and safety issues. The route has been the same over the years with no major issues.
